YOUTH HAPPENINGS 

The beginning of a new student min-
istry year is a good time to remind 
everyone of the resources that are 
currently available for the parents of 
students in our ministry.  We have 
three resources on the web that aim 
at keeping our parents informed 
about what is going on in our student 
ministry, what is being taught to our 
students, and what trends are in the 
world of students that parents need to be aware of. 

First, “Greenhouse Effects” is published weekly for our 
students and posted weekly on our student ministry site.  
Greenhouse Effects is the newsletter that is handed to 
each student as they walk into the door on Sunday Morn-
ings in Sunday School.  It has specific announcements 
about what is coming up in the weeks ahead, a listing of 
the birthdays in the ministry that week, and some sort of 
brief personal message to our students.  It is a great way 
to know about what is happening with our student ministry. 

Second, the Sunday School Parent Page is published 
weekly and is available for parents to keep informed about 
what we are teaching in Sunday School.  It provides the 
topic of conversation for the next week’s lesson and it pro-
vides discussion questions and activities that parents can 
do with their students to prepare for the upcoming Sunday. 

Finally, “The Parent Link” is a monthly publication that 
addresses different topics that are relevant for teens.  
From movies and music that are currently available to the 
latest trends that students struggle with, “The Parent Link” 
is a valuable resource to help parents stay current on what 
is going on in the world of teenagers. 

I encourage all parents of students to take advantage of 
these resources as we seek to partner with you in the lives 
of our students.
